Hall of Fame members are
models for present and future Loveland students and athletes.

NOMINATION QUALIFICATIONS:

1.

The individual must be nominated by Alumni, faculty, students, friends, coaches or former
coaches of Loveland High School.

The athlete’s class must have graduated at least five (5) times years previous to the
nomination.

The athlete must have earned at least Varsity level 1% team all-league honor or its
equivalent.

Qualifications and criteria shall be based on the athlete’s performance while at Loveland
High School.

A coach or any non-athlete nominee must have been involved with Loveland athletics for
at least five (5) years to qualify for nomination.

ANNUAL SELECTION/ INDUCTION PROCEDURES:

1.

An announcement will be made no later than April 1 and nominations will be solicited
form the community. The nominator must provide a completed nomination form by
September 1 to be considered that year. (See attached.)

The Selection Committee will meet September to decide on the nominees.

No more than five (5) nominees will be inducted each year.

The awards will be presented during halftime ceremonies of a Varsity Basketball game in
December. A reception for all inductees will immediately follow the game.
